This training is aimed specifically at teachers of Year 7 ICT, as it covers issues to do with the continuity of ICT teaching from Key Stage 2 to 3 and catering for the needs of all pupils during their first year in secondary school.
The first session looks at the teaching of ICT in primary schools and how pupil achievement can be built upon in KS3. Continuity is considered in terms of what is learnt at both key stages and in the approaches to teaching.
The next session focuses on identifying pupil knowledge, skills and understanding at the start of Key Stage 3. Strategies are considered in relation to specific Year 7 sample teaching units.
In session 3, we shall be looking at how to make sure that all pupils achieve their full potential, by taking into account the information gathered through the strategies discussed in the previous session.

Finally, teachers will be given the opportunity to plan how to implement ways of managing the learning of pupils in Year 7, based on their own experience and using some of the ideas suggested during the first three sessions.  This plan will be used as a guide to future consultant support.
