The school does not have enough cameras.�
Arrange a carousel of pupils, monitored across�a number of lessons.


Buy some more cameras.


Arrange to borrow cameras from LEA or surrounding schools.�
�
Pupils are not capable of using cameras.


Cameras are too difficult to use.�
Pair technically proficient pupils with less proficient.


Create user guides for the equipment.


Arrange for extra help from technicians, support assistants, or sixth formers.�
�
Cameras are too expensive to give to pupils.�
Give clear instructions for the task and time limits in which the task must be finished.�
�
Cameras are likely to be damaged or stolen.�
Set tasks that can be completed in a controlled area.


Give pupils responsibility for cameras by using a ‘signing in and out’ policy.�

Computer floppy disk drives are disabled.�
Enable or install at least one disk drive for transferring images from disk to network area.�
�
Computers do not have floppy disk drives.


Only one computer has the software to download pictures from the camera.�
Download images into a common shared area to give access to all pupils.


Install software on more computers.�
