	Demonstrate techniques on large display
	All pupils can follow procedures

Teacher controls pace
	Pupils not actively participating

Some pupils will find pace too slow, others too fast

If demonstration is too long, pupils may forget some procedures

	Show procedures which pupils follow on their own computers
	Pupils actively engaged

Teacher controls pace
	Pupils do not see whole picture, only isolated parts

Some pupils will get lost and go off task

Pace can be too slow for some pupils

	Give handouts for pupils to follow
	Pupils can progress at own pace

Pupils actively participating

Allows individual support for less able pupils
	Instructions may not be understood because:

they are not correct

•
a pupil’s screen does not match screen shot

•
reading level is too high

Pupils can get lost if they make a mistake

Too much support for individuals reduces effectiveness

Takes a long time to produce

	Provide instructions on the intranet
	Can be interactive
