P13 The spreadsheet with the formulae is 7.4P1g Football league table.xls (it has been wrongly named on the disk and should be T for teacher, not P for pupil)

Note that the first formula for total points is a multiplication by 3 and 2, while the totals below refer to cells H4 and H5 where the values have been typed.

Why does it have two points for a draw? In the pupil version there is only 1 for a drawer!

Lesson 2

When demonstrating Teacher’s Football League:


Plymouth Argyle or Bury could go top if they won and Manchester City lost.


If drawers were worth 2, Plymouth Argyle would be top.


After the next round of matches Plymouth and Manchester would be top.
