	Daily forecast helps  you to decide whether you are going to go to school by  bike or bus.

	Owner of an ice-cream factory
	Increase production if hot weather is forecast.

	A family going on a skiing trip
	Climate data will indicate whether snow is usual for the time of year.

	Mountaineers
	Safety.

	Farmers
	Daily forecast will influence when to sow, spray crops or harvest.

	Sailors
	Short term forecasts warn of strengthening winds and approaching storms

	Air traffic control
	Essential to know weather now to direct aircraft e.g. wind strength and direction will affect runways used

	Environment Agency
	Flood warnings

	Sporting event organisers
	Very short-term forecasts affect sporting decisions e.g. tyres to use in motor-racing; whether to declare in a cricket match.

	Hot air balloonist
	Daily forecast will predict likely wind directions and thermals.

	Manager of a supermarket
	Weather affects customer demand: need to stock extra salad foodstuffs if hot weather forecast.

	Hospital administrator
	Snow or very cold weather produces more accidents: may need to increase number of staff on A&E.

	Astronomer
	A forecast of clear skies means stars may be visible.

	Insurance company
	Climate data enable companies to compare similar weather conditions and assess risk of damage to property or spoiling of events.
