Absolute and Relative Cell References
There are mistakes in the instructions in the book on pages 25-26, it should refer to row 4 (D4, B4) not row 7.

School Fete Spreadsheet. Demonstration to the class.

The formula in D4 should be =B4*C4*D1

The D1 has to be made absolute so that it does not change as you fill down

To make D1 absolute in the formula, go into the formula bar, click on D1 so the cursor is between the D and 1. Now press F4 to make the $ signs appear.

Mobyphone 1 Worksheet (p50)
Worksheet question 2 should refer to column F not E.

Mobyphone 2 spreadsheet
You need to make sure that they keep the cell reference to the number of minutes absolute, that is F10 to K10.
Each formula is the (number of minutes in row 10 minus the free minutes), times the cost of each minute, plus the monthly cost, eg ($F$10-D11)*E11+C11

Creating the Graph – Question 3

Use a scatter graph

Highlight B10 to B16

Hold down Ctrl and highlight F10 to K16

Chart Wizard

Choose Scatter and an option with just lines, no nodes 
Make sure it has rows selected

When finished pupils can change line thickness, etc by double clicking on them

When you change the values on the spreadsheet in row 10, it should update the chart automatically.
