A help file: using CensusAtSchool to set up the starter activity

Follow the steps on this sheet to access the CensusAtSchool website, where you can find guidance and support on the work you will set in class and instructions about how to get the data returned to you.

Note that you will need to check this site beforehand and have ready any registration information that pupils will need before they fill in their questions.

From the Home page, follow the links to the current online questionnaire. (During academic year 2002/3 this is phase 3 at www.censusatschool.ntu.ac.uk/phase3docs.asp ). 

Click on the web form icon, which will take you directly to the online questionnaire. To proceed you need to know your three-digit LEA number and four-digit school number. You can obtain these from your headteacher or school office if you do not know them. 

On completion of the three pages of the form, a data summary will be displayed. Each individual checks their answers then hits the ‘Yes, the above information is correct’ button to complete the questionnaire. Support the class before they hit the ‘Yes’ button, targeting support at more difficult questions and those groups who need extra guidance.

When you are sure that all the pupils have finished entering their data, e-mail the CensusAtSchool project team (censusatschool@ntu.ac.uk), asking for all the data corresponding to your unique LEA–school identifier codes to be sent back to you as an attachment.
