About this case study

In this case study pupils will be supported to plan and create presentations about themselves. It is intended that each presentation will be projected on screen. The pupil will move through the presentation using an appropriate access device. Pupils may require support to achieve this. The audience for the presentation will be the rest of the class.

The pupils will be supported in making choices of images, text, colour and sound to enhance their presentation. Pupils will share their work with others and be encouraged to demonstrate likes and dislikes of slides. They will take part in a shared celebration of the work of others. These reviews should help to inform future learning and language development.

Throughout the lessons in sample teaching unit (STU) 7.1 activities are referred to as suitable for pairs or small groups of pupils. Where ability groups are in place pupils can carry out these activities as a whole class with maximum teacher input. It may be helpful to review the STU and the case study developed for pupils working at P4–8.

Lesson 1
Selecting and organising content for a presentation P1–3

Lesson objectives

Refining and planning information:

· to demonstrate eye contact with the presentation;

· to show likes and dislikes for images, colours and sounds;

· to move through the presentation using a switch and, where able, demonstrate an understanding of cause and effect.

Preparation and planning

· Ensure that you are familiar with the software that you will be using.

· Display the lesson objectives in symbol form.

· Obtain a collection of resources for activity 3.

· Identify which version of 7_1pat4 is appropriate for your system.

· Print and laminate copies of 7_1pat5.doc.

	Teaching sequence
	Session notes

	Starter
	Load 7_1pat4office2000.ppt or 7_1pat4officexp.ppt on the large display.

Use signs, symbols and language to make it clear to the pupils that you are about to watch a show about Pat.

Show the presentation at least six times. Move through the presentation slowly, naming, in simple language, one key term for each slide, e.g. name, family member, pet, toy. Note pupils’ reactions in terms of localisation, preferences, expressions and movements.

Reinforce this activity by providing laminated hard copies of the materials produced from 7_1pat5.doc.
Talk about one aspect of each picture in turn.

	Activity 2
	Note reactions to hard copies and screen presentations.

An assessment point for this activity is whether pupils begin to demonstrate recognition of Pat.

The pupils are to find a picture of Pat among two other laminated photographs. Use a page from 7_1Pat5.doc and any other photographs.

Use the song ‘Where is Pat?’ to the tune of ‘Tommy Thumb’ to encourage the pupils to find the image of Pat from a choice of two other images.

The pupils may not achieve this immediately.

	Activity 3
	Give the pupils a range of choices between items in boxes (off screen). Provide boxes containing:

· photographs of pets or soft toys for pets;

· photographs of people the pupils know;

· items they like to play or interact with.

Take digital photos to create a story board, either on screen using an interactive whiteboard, or off screen using a hook-and-loop tape board.

	Plenary
	Share the things the pupils have chosen with the class, e.g. ‘Josie chose a dog to hold’ or ‘Jamie chose his Dad to hold’, to the tune of ‘London Bridge is Falling Down’.

	Homework
	After telling the pupils what you are going to do, use the diary to write home and ask parents/carers to send in a family photograph or, if the pupil has a pet, a photograph of it or a picture from a magazine, newspaper or book showing a pet that looks like it.

Lesson objectives

Refining and presenting information:

· to move through a presentation using a switch and, where able, demonstrate an understanding of cause and effect;

· to react to an on-screen presentation;

· to show preferences to images.

· Ensure that you are familiar with the software that you will be using.

· Display the lesson objectives in symbol form in a prominent position.

· Create a collection of decorative aids for activity 2.

· Decide which version of 7_1presentationoutline3 is appropriate for your system.

	Teaching sequence
	Session notes

	Starter
	Model text and images. Show the pupils pictures of themselves on a slide show. 7_1presentationoutline3office2000.ppt or 7_1presentationoutline3officexp.ppt provides an outline framework to add pictures of pupils.

Introduce a pupil’s name and say it as a picture of that pupil comes up on the screen. Repeat ten times. Note the pupils’ reactions in the form of localisation of image, preferences, expressions and movement.

Continue with the adapted presentation, looking at pairs of pictures, one upside down and one the right way up. Look for evidence of recognition in a ‘Peepo-style’ game. ‘Where’s Linda? …Oh, there she is!’

	Activity 2
	Take photographs of pupils and import the images into a chosen software package. Use a range of decorative aids to differentiate the images, e.g. hats, make-up, face paint, tinsel, etc.

	Activity 3
	Select between four and six images for each pupil to interact with, attach them to a card and laminate it. Some images should be upside down. This card can be used during the week as a table-mat and taken home for homework. 

	Plenary
	With the pupils, examine the work on a large screen or look at hard copies of images. Repeat the name of the pupil on each slide. Look for evidence of recognition, preferences and expressions.

	Homework
	Ask parents/carers to look at the images with their child, repeating the child’s name and playing ‘Peepo’.


Lesson 3
Selecting and using appropriate fonts and colours (1) P1–3

Lesson objectives

Refining and presenting information:

· to make colour choices;

· to use a switch to move through a presentation.

Preparation and planning

· Ensure that you are familiar with the software that you will be using.

· Display the lesson objectives in symbol form in a prominent position.

· Have available each pupil’s photograph presentation from the previous week.

· Collect a range of images/symbols or objects which demonstrate particular use of colour.

	Starter
	Revisit 7_1pat4office2000.ppt or 7_1pat4officexp.ppt and the digital photographs you have taken. Use hard copies and digital copies. Note reactions, localisation, emotions, movement, preferences and move the pupils on. Use a switch to move through the presentation. Note evidence of recognition of cause and effect and reactions to change.

	Activity 2
	Use a range of images, symbols or objects off screen for the pupils to make colour choices, e.g. Big Macks with different colours but the same sound, different coloured paints, nail varnish, face paint, tinsel, sensory room colour flooding and bubble tubes. Look for a consistent choice of colour. Use 7_1colours2office2000.ppt or 7_1colours2officexp.ppt with the pupils and enable them to move through the presentation using an access device. 

	Activity 3
	Add each pupil’s favourite colour to his or her presentation. Allow the pupil to use an appropriate access device to move through the presentation. Note pupils’ reactions and use information to move them on.

	Plenary
	Allow each pupil to show his or her presentation using an access device. Celebrate success with the pupil.

	Homework
	Make a hard copy of one page and laminate it. Using the diary, ask parents/carers to spend time sharing the image with their child, possibly using it as a table-mat.

	Session notes

	Starter
	Revisit 7_1pat4office2000.ppt or 7_1pat4officexp.ppt presentation and each pupil’s own digital photographs and colour background on the presentation, both hard copy and digital copy. Note reactions, localisation, emotions, movement, preferences and move the pupils on. Use a switch to move through the presentation. Note evidence of recognition of cause and effect and reactions to change.

	Activity 2
	Use a range of objects off screen to make colour choices, e.g. Big Macks with different colours but the same sound, different coloured paints, nail varnish, face paint, tinsel. Hard copies can be made from files 7_1bluebuttons.jpg, 7_1bluepaint.jpg, 7_1bluepaper.jpg, 7_1bluesand.jpg, 7_1blueswitch.jpg. (See the same selection of files for Green, Red and Yellow.) Look for a consistent choice of colour. You or the teaching assistant will create a colour presentation for the pupil, e.g. different reds or blues, and enable the pupil to move through the presentation using an access device.

	Activity 3
	Add colour to each pupil’s own presentation. Allow the pupils to use an appropriate access device to move through their presentation. Note reactions and use information to move the pupils on.

	Plenary
	Allow each pupil to show his or her presentation using an access device. Celebrate success with the pupil.

	Homework
	Laminate a favourite page of the pupil’s presentation as a special certificate. The pupils take this home to share with their parents/carers.


Lesson 5
Selecting and using appropriate sounds P1–3
Lesson objectives

Refining and presenting information:
· to make choices of sounds from a selection of music accessed through appropriate switching;

· to use an access device to move through a presentation that includes sounds.

Preparation and planning

· Ensure that you are familiar with the software that you will be using.

· Display lesson objectives in symbol form in a prominent position.

· Large-screen computer display

· Presentation software

· Own photograph presentation from the previous week

· CD players or tape recorders linked to switches

· CDs or tapes with a range of sounds or music

	Teaching sequence
	Session notes

	Starter
	Revisit 7_1pat4office2000.ppt or 7_1pat4officexp.ppt presentation and the pupils’ own digital photographs and colour background on their presentation, both hard copy and digital copy. Note reactions, localisation, emotions, movement, preferences and move the pupils on. Use a switch to move through the presentation. Note evidence of pupils’ recognition of cause and effect and reactions to change. Show 7_1sound1.ppt. As you show each slide prompt a discussion about adding sound to the pages.

	Activity 2
	Use tapes and CDs to listen to a range of sounds including music and sound effects. Use switches to activate sounds. Listen to sound effects on Big Macks and look for preferences. Use symbols to illustrate them. Note responses to sounds in terms of localisation, preferences, movement and pupils’ recognition and use of cause and effect. 

	Activity 3
	Add each pupil’s preferred sound to his or her presentation. (See 7_1sound2.ppt.)

	Plenary
	After the pupils have chosen and inserted the sound files, listen to their work and, as a class, encourage each pupil in turn to move through his or her presentation as independently as possible. Note reactions and responses to music and plan to move the pupils on in the next session.

	Homework
	Using the diary, ask parents/carers to listen to music tonight with their child, by humming a favourite song, or listening to music on a CD, tape or on the television.

Evaluating and presenting P1–3

Lesson objectives

· To celebrate successes.

· To demonstrate eye contact with the presentation.

· To show likes and dislikes for images, colour and sounds.

· To use an access device to move on a presentation which includes sounds, colour and images.

Preparation and planning

· Ensure that you are familiar with the software that you will be using.

· Display the lesson objectives in symbol form in a prominent position.

· Print a hard copy of the presentation about Pat from 7_1pat5.doc.

· Laminate copies of the pages so that the pupils can take home a favourite page.

	Session notes

	Starter
	Revisit 7_1pat4office2000.ppt or 7_1pat4officexp.ppt presentation and the pupils’ own digital photographs and colour background on their presentation, hard copy and digital copy. Note reactions, localisation, emotions, movement and preferences and move the pupils on. Use a switch to move through the presentation. Note evidence of cause and effect and reactions to change. The pupils watch the presentations at least three times, using an appropriate access device to move through Pat’s presentation. Ask them to say Pat’s name as each slide featuring her is displayed. At the end of presentation use hard copies of two slides from 7_1pat5.doc, one of which features Pat prominently, and ask pupils to choose the one that shows Pat.

	Activity 2
	Select pupils individually or in small groups to present their work and use another communication skill (sign, language, symbols or PECS). Pupils working at P1–3 will use an appropriate access device to move through the presentation. Celebrate pupils’ achievement.

	Plenary
	Discuss the work that the pupils have covered. Think about the different skills they have learned during the project and the choices they have made (back this up with concrete objects and symbols).

	Homework
	The pupils choose a favourite page from the laminated copies and take this home to share with their parents/carers.
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
