About this case study

In this case study pupils are introduced to the Framework theme of ‘Finding things out’. Through the use of a range of ICT and non-ICT resources pupils will explore kinds of information and the uses of information. The Internet is introduced as an information source and there is comparison of its use to find relevant information with the use of other information sources.

The lessons make extensive use of questioning and draw on pupils’ prior experience.

You can select from activities and resources that are accessible to the range of abilities represented in the class from the lessons to ensure that contexts are appropriate.

The sample teaching unit (STU) 7.2 comprises three lessons. These have been split into seven lessons in this case study to make the content more accessible to pupils working within P4–8. STU lesson 1, Matching information to purpose, becomes lessons 1a, 1b, 1c and 1d. STU lesson 2, Selecting sources and finding relevant information, becomes lessons 2a and 2b. STU lesson 3, Assessing the reliability of information, remains as lesson 3. It may be helpful to review the STU and case studies developed for pupils working at levels 1–3 and P1–3.

Aspects of information handling are taught in English, history and mathematics and pupils find things out across the curriculum, increasingly through the use of the Internet. You may find it useful to find out what colleagues have covered in other lessons and what pupils have done at home before you teach these lessons. You can then refer to the pupils’ other work and experiences at appropriate points throughout the case study.

Lesson objectives

· To think about different kinds of information.
· To think about different purposes of information.

	Teaching sequence
	Session notes

	Starter
	Explain that the pupils will be thinking about different kinds of information and different uses of information and show 7_2objectives5.ppt to explain the purpose of the lesson. Ask the pupils what sort of information they can see in the classroom, referring to the pile of resources (books, catalogues, leaflets).

Ask questions about finding particular information from familiar books or magazines.

· Where would I find someone’s telephone number?

· Where would I look if I wanted to go on holiday?

Then ask:

· Could I use a computer to find any information?

	Activity 2
	Explain that the next activity involves thinking about the purposes of information. Divide the pupils into small groups. Supported by teaching assistants, the groups will match the purpose of information to various tasks.

Give a copy of 7_2purposeofinformation2.doc to each group and ask the pupils to match the types of information to the purposes shown. Support pupils with their understanding of the words. Encourage the pupils to discuss their ideas and justify choices.

	Plenary
	Use the interactive whiteboard to take feedback from each group.

Lead a discussion about any differences found in the pupils’ responses.

Ask the pupils to explain their choices and why they made them.

Use 7_2evaluation1.doc for pupils to assess the level of support they needed to complete the task and identify where they may need additional support in the next lesson.

	Homework
	Ask the pupils to look for examples of different information sources based upon the information-matching task and to explain what information each source gives the user. Using the home/school diary, ask for parents’/carers’ support for the task and ensure that the pupils have permission to bring information sources like brochures or manuals into school.

	Teaching sequence
	Session notes

	Starter
	Ask the pupils to show the examples of information sources they have brought in. Ask the pupils in turn to say what their information source is, using words like leaflet, book, information, instructions, etc.

Display 7_2objectives6.ppt. Tell the pupils that today they will be looking at surveys and how they work. Explain what a survey is by referring to work done previously. 

	Activity 2
	Make the statement ‘I like red, that is my favourite colour, so that means that everyone’s favourite colour is red.’

Ask the class what they think of this statement and discuss responses, bringing out the fact that it is not necessarily the case that everyone’s favourite colour is red, because the rest of the class have not been asked what their favourite colour is.

Ask one pupil to tell you his or her favourite colour. Write it on the whiteboard. Tell the pupils that you have conducted a survey of the class.

· Am I right to say that this colour is everyone’s favourite colour in this class?

Take responses and discuss with the class. Make the point that it may not be a valid conclusion since only one person was asked.

Now ask another three pupils their favourite colours and note these on the whiteboard. Draw a conclusion from the survey – for instance, more pupils like red than blue. Ask:

· Am I right that the results show that more pupils like red than blue?

Take responses and discuss whether the result now represents the favourite colours of the whole class.

Ask, say, five girls to give their favourite colour. Once again note the response and ask:

· Is this a fair survey of everyone’s favourite colour?

· Does this represent the choice of the whole class?

Take views and draw the conclusion that it only represents the views of five girls and not of the whole class.

Ask every pupil to name his or her favourite colour and note responses. Then ask:

· Can I now say which colour is the most popular?

Load 7_2favouritecolours.xls, to demonstrate on an interactive whiteboard.

· Can I use this information to tell what the most popular colour is in the whole school?

· In this class most people like… (e.g. red) so does that mean that in the whole school most people like red?

Then extend to the whole of the local area.

· If I wanted to find out the favourite colour of everyone in the school, would I ask everyone in the school? Say ‘No, I would conduct a sample survey.’

	Activity 3
	Hand out 7_2surveysheet2.doc. Arrange the pupils into groups and set the groups different mini-survey tasks, e.g. to choose favourite food, drink, TV programme, pop star. Decide on the most popular in each category and display these on the whiteboard.

Ask the group who looked at food whether their findings can be used to make statements such as ‘Most people in the class prefer chips to other food.’ The results can be noted on 7_2favouritefood.xls.

Ask the pupils to complete the True or False worksheet, 7_2resultsofclasssurvey2.doc. Ensure that pupils who need support are seated with a teaching assistant. Also ensure that pupils who can work independently are grouped and supported appropriately.

Discuss answers. For instance, if dealing with shoe size the age of pupils and/or gender may affect the results of the survey.

Recap on the activities and explain the term sample group (i.e. the group of people asked for their opinion in a survey is called a sample group). Say that when you asked the pupils what their favourite colour was they were your sample group.

Ask pupils to complete 7_2evaluation1.doc.

	Plenary
	Reinforce learning from the lesson by looking at the results from the surveys that are on the worksheets. Ask one or two groups to say what they found out. Use words including sample, sample group, results.

Check out learning by applying understanding in a new context. Make a statement like ‘I have short brown hair – this means all teachers have short brown hair.’ Ask the pupils if they think this statement is true and, if so, to hold their hands up.

	Homework
	Ask the pupils to complete 7_2homework2.doc. They are to collect information about whether people prefer TV sports programmes, soaps or news programmes by asking a sample group of five people.


Lesson 1c
Matching information to purpose (3) P4–8
Lesson objectives

· To learn that asking different people different questions will give different results for a survey.
· To think about who and what to ask when doing a survey.

· Use results from the pupils’ surveys from homework given in lesson 1b. Have survey information ready in case the homework is not completed.
· Ensure that you are familiar with the software that you will be using.
· Display the lesson objectives in a prominent place, phrased in such a way to ensure maximum understanding and using symbols to illustrate if necessary.
· Add the key vocabulary to the wall display.
· Decide on your pupil grouping and access to computers.
· Print one copy of 7_2homework5.doc for each pupil.

	Teaching sequence
	Session notes

	Starter
	Look at 7_2homework2.doc, which the pupils have completed for homework.

Use the results from the homework to establish that asking different groups of people the same question may give different results for a survey. Lead a discussion using these questions:

· Who did you ask about the TV programmes they prefer to watch?

· How many people prefer to watch a soap?

· How many people prefer to watch a sports programme?

· How many people prefer to watch a news programme?

Make a note of the answers to the last three questions.

Discuss the answers given.

Then ask:

· How many females like watching soaps?

· How many males like watching sports programmes?

Conclude by making the statement ‘The result of the survey depends on the sample group.’

Share 7_2objectives7.ppt with the class.

	Activity 2
	Using the question on 7_2musicquestion2.ppt ask:

· If our class wanted to find out what sort of music we should play at a school party for another class, who would we give questionnaires to?

Start off the discussion by offering inappropriate answers, such as the Queen, the Prime Minister, the Mayor, the goldfish. Draw out through discussion that it would be more appropriate to ask the pupils in the class having the party. Some pupils may suggest the staff in the class as well.

	Activity 3
	Use 7_2samplequestions2.ppt.The pupils work in groups to complete the answers for choosing a sample. Ensure that the pupils are supported by a teaching assistant or grouped to enable more independent working.

When the pupils have completed their sheets, discuss their answers. Checking out pupils’ thinking through the discussion is more important than discussing the answers themselves.

	Plenary
	Conclude the lesson by reinforcing that it is important to consider who to ask when conducting a survey.

Ask the following question.

· The school wants to close a week earlier than all the other schools in the area. Who should we ask whether this is all right?

Take suggestions from four pupils. Then ask the class to indicate, by a show of hands, whether they agree that each person suggested is someone we should ask.

Ask the pupils to complete 7_2evaluation1.doc.

	Homework
	Give each pupil a copy of 7_2homework5.doc. Ask parents/carers to explore the question with their child and to discuss whether it can be answered Yes or No.

	Teaching sequence
	Session notes

	Starter
	Show 7_2frogoroctopus2.ppt at the start of the lesson. This is the same resource as 7_2homework5.doc but without the spaces for Name and Date.

Look at the responses from the completed homework sheets and ask:

· How many people wanted octopus for lunch, and how many wanted frogs’ legs?

No one should be able to answer this question with just a Yes or No.

Discuss with the pupils why it is difficult to answer this question. Ask how the question could be made easier to answer. Pupils could say, for instance, that it could be two questions, or you could suggest this:

· Question 1: Would you like octopus for lunch?

· Question 2: Would you like frogs’ legs for lunch?

Ask the pupils, in groups, to make up a question where the answer can only be Yes or No.

Share the lesson objectives with the pupils by showing 7_2objectives8.ppt.

	Activity 2
	Load 7_2pizzaorcola.ppt.

Use the slides to explore and answer questions as follows.

Show slide 1: Do you think pizza is tastier than cola?

· Why is this question difficult to answer? (Because pizza is food, cola is a drink.)

· How could this question be changed? (It could ask people to compare two foods and two drinks.)

Bear in mind that some pupils may not have tasted either of the examples, for instance for medical reasons, so will not have had the experience to enable them to answer the question.

	Activity 3
	Show slide 2: What kind of food do you like? Hand out copies of slide 2 if this would be helpful.

Tell the class that the school is conducting a survey about favourite food.

· Who in the school would use this information?

· How would you answer the question?

· What are the possible answers?

· How could the question used for the survey be improved? (For example, possible answers could be listed and people asked to tick them.)

	Activity 4
	Show slide 3: What kind of food do you like? Give out copies for the pupils to complete as a paper-based questionnaire.

Ask:

· Is this a good question for a questionnaire?

Discuss if there is a better way to collect this information. (For example, it saves the researcher time collating information if tick boxes are used.)

· How could the questions be improved? (For example, people might like a particular type of pizza, curry or Chinese food. Also, there could be a box for ‘other’, for pupils to add a food they like.)

Ask pupils to complete 7_2evaluation1.doc.

	Plenary
	Show slide 4 and distribute copies.

Explain to the class that this is a survey of a class in another school. Tell them this is a summary of the results from the survey.

Using 7_2year7results1.doc or 7_2year7results2.doc gather responses to each statement. For example: more people own mobile phones than computers. Is this true or false?

Show 7_2year7results.doc.

Ask the pupils what the table shows. Draw out the following points.

· The information is incomplete; not everybody has answered the questions.

· There are more girls than boys.

· A small sample group was asked the questions – only 12 pupils.

	Homework
	Give pupils a completed survey using 7_2favouritefood.xls and ask pupils to pick out from the table or the graph which food is the most and least popular.

	Teaching sequence
	Session notes

	Starter
	Ask the class where they usually find information using the following questions.

· Where could you find a recipe?

· Where could you find TV and radio programme times?

· Where could you read about a pop star?

· Where could you find train times to London?

· Where could you find out about the Tudors?

(Responses – books, magazines, TV, radio, Internet (for several of the questions), TV and radio listings, train timetable.

· Which of the above can you find out on the Internet?

The answer can be all of them. Briefly discuss that some information can be found in more than one source and that the Internet is a source for a lot of different kinds of information.

Distribute 7_2informationfortask.doc.

In groups, with the support of teaching assistants where appropriate, the pupils complete one question on the grid as fully as possible. They indicate which information is relevant by ticking the box.

Taking one task at a time, ask each group to report back to the whole group on the information they have not ticked. For the items they have not ticked, they should give the reasons why. After each group’s feedback, ask other groups to suggest other information that could be added.

	Activity 2
	Display 7_2objectives9.ppt. In this activity, the pupils will be searching and selecting information from a website. Explain that one source of information is the Internet. Ask the pupils to tell you about their previous experiences of using the Internet to find information.

· The last time you were on the Internet, what did you use it for?

· Have you used the Internet at home? What did you use it for?

· What are your favourite websites? What do you like about them?

· What helps you to find information on the Internet?

Make sure that all the pupils can see what you are doing. Load the Web browser and go to www.bbc.co.uk
Demonstrate how to find the TV schedules and listings using fast links. Demonstrate how the pointer changes to a hand for hyperlink. Show the back button and other basic features.

If pupils are confident, ask them to find something specific, for instance what is currently on Cbeebies.

Load www.symbolworld.org This may need to be found as a link from the Widgit website www.widgit.com
Demonstrate how to find a story about a cinema.

Ask individual pupils or groups of pupils to find a recipe for flapjack.

Ask others to find information on plants and animals living in the rainforest. www.widgit.co.uk/rainforest/html/levels.htm
Discuss with the class how easy it was to find information and what routes they took.

· What helped you find the information?

· What does the pointer look like?

· How are the links identified?

Lead a discussion to compare how easy it is to find information on the BBC website with how easy it is on the Widgit website. For example, ask whether the symbols on the Widgit website are easier to follow than the images on the BBC website.

	Plenary
	Divide the class into three teams. Ask each team to find what’s on TV today, or a specific programme, for example, what time is ‘Coronation Street’ on TV? The teams use the following sources of information:

· team 1 – TV/radio listings magazines;

· team 2 – the BBC website;

· team 3 – TV listings in a local paper.

Find out who found the programme times the quickest.

Ask the pupils to complete 7_2evaluation1.doc by ticking the most appropriate phrase or face.

	Homework
	Distribute 7_2homework7.doc. Say that there are a number of information sources and pupils can choose one of them, for example, the local paper, TV listings magazine or the Internet, to complete the homework. Parental/carer support may be needed.

	Teaching sequence
	Session notes

	Starter
	Introduce this session by reminding the pupils about their homework. Ask the pupils to say what things they decided were needed.

Share the lesson objectives using 7_2objectives10.ppt.

	Activity 2
	Find a news story using the CBBC news website and the Symbol World News website. Looking at the differences between the sites, discuss:

· dates updated;

· news stories used;

· ease of navigation;

· use of symbols or icons;

· use of sound files.

	Activity 3
	Go to http://toweroflondontour.com/.

Ask the pupils:

· Do you think this is the kind of site you would expect for a national monument?

· Are there any clues about the site and its source?

Access http://www.hrp.org.uk/webcode/home.asp then select the Tower of London.

Demonstrate and describe aloud the actions you are taking so that the pupils can follow. Ask the pupils:

· Where might we find the opening hours from the options on the website?

Go to Tickets and the relevant information is shown.

Discuss the differences between the two Tower of London websites.

Ask pupils to complete 7_2evaluation1.doc by ticking the most appropriate phrase or face.

	Plenary
	Remind the pupils that they have learned how important it is to check their information sources to make sure that:

· the source itself is likely to be reliable;

· the information contained in the source is accurate and presents the whole picture, not just one side of a story.

Show slide 1 of 7_2weatherreports.ppt. Tell the pupils that it shows four quotes about the weather for that afternoon, from four different sources.

Ask the pupils:

· Which of the four quotes do you think is the most accurate?

· Why?

Draw out that it is hard to tell from the information provided.

Then show slides 2 to 5, which give the same four quotes but with the sources named.

Ask the pupils:

· Now that you know the sources of the quotes, which of the four do you think is the most accurate forecast?

· Why?

Stress that this shows how important it is to give the source of any information.

Tell the pupils that authors of materials published electronically have the same rights to their incomes and growing reputations as authors who publish in books or magazines. Copyright laws for electronic materials are new, but are upheld. Pupils need to be aware that copying electronic materials without permission is a criminal offence.
Ask pupils to complete 7_2evaluation1.doc by ticking the most appropriate phrase or face.

	Homework
	Discuss 7_2homework3.doc and ask pupils to circle the correct statements for homework.

	Starter
	The starter deals with recognising that not all information is accurate or true.

Show 7_2objectives11.ppt.

If available, show the video clip about the bumper spaghetti harvest available from

http://news.bbc.co.uk/onthisday/hi/dates/stories/april/1/newsid_2819000/2819261.stm
Give handout 7_2spaghetti.pdf and read the article like a newsreader.

Ask:

· Where does this story come from?

· Is this story true?

Explain that official sources of information do not guarantee that the information will be reliable. The story was an April Fool’s Day joke broadcast on 1 April 1957 on the BBC ‘Panorama’ programme.

	Activity 2
	This activity draws the pupils’ attention to the fact that missing or inaccurate information can mislead.

Load 7_2footballreports.ppt.

Tell the class that they are now going to look at a story about a football match.

Show slide 1 and read the story. Ask the pupils if they can answer the questions from the information given and ask where the report has come from.

Show slide 2. Ask the pupils if they can answer the questions from the information given and ask where the report has come from.

Show slide 3. Again, ask the pupils if they can answer the questions from the information given and ask where the report has come from.

	Activity 3
	Load 7_2 theotherside.doc and 7_2 theothersideadditionalwords.doc.

Show pupils that it is easy to change information by adding, amending or deleting words and that this can be done easily using ICT.

In groups, depending on how many computers are available, ask the pupils to work on the story, considering its meaning and where other words could be used to change meaning. Groups should be supported by a teaching assistant where needed.

If pupils are unable to work on the whole text, the groups could work on specific sentences. Then, when they have finished, put the sentences back together so that the whole story can be read.

Ask the pupils to complete 7_2evaluation1.doc by ticking the most appropriate phrase or face.

	Plenary
	Ask some pupils to read out their new descriptions, stressing how easy it was to change the information. Conclude by saying that had the information been on the page of a book, rather than in an electronic file, it would not have been possible to change it.
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
