	Collect a range of newspapers and magazines that incorporate text and pictures in a variety of layouts.

	Assessment

	Can pupils combine graphics and text to communicate information?

Can pupils use a range of skills appropriately?


	Introduction (10 mins)

	Remind pupils briefly on all of the skills they have learned over the last few weeks.

Explain to pupils that they will be producing a class magazine, with each pair working on one or two pages. Explain that they will be incorporating as many of the skills they have learned so far.

Look at examples of magazines. Discuss features of these – text size, pictures, etc. Discuss the content of magazines and what makes them interesting? E.g. puzzles, features on famous people, jokes etc.

Explain to pupils that they will need to decide on the content of their pages and plan these on paper first.




	Main activity (40 mins)

	Pupils to work in pairs or threes of similar ability.

LSAs could be used to support less able pairs or SEN pupils.

Give pupils a short time to discuss the content of their pages e.g. an article on a school trip, facts on a history topic, information on a favourite pop star.

Agree with each group what the content of their pages will be.

Pupils to plan their pages on paper

Once the pages are planned, pupils to create them on the computer.

Completed pages should be printed out.



	Plenary (10 mins)

	After each session, ask pupils to share what they have done so far. Discuss any problems that have arisen and solutions to these.

Once the magazine is completed, share this with the class.

Discuss the advantages and possible disadvantages of using ICT for this task.
