	Logo program, Logo instructions worksheet, simple drawing of a house on square paper, square, triangle and house procedures from last lesson.



	Learning Objectives

	To understand that procedures can call on other procedures.

To create, edit and use procedures.

To save and load procedures.

To write procedures to draw parts of a house.

To write a procedure that uses the other procedures to produce a complete house.


	Technical Vocabulary

	Can pupils create a procedure?

	Introduction (10 mins)

	Recap on the last lesson.

Load the square and triangle procedures.

Demonstrate the square and triangle procedures, then demonstrate the house procedure created in the last lesson that uses them to draw a simple house.

Remind pupils why you would use a procedure that uses other procedures – it allows complex shapes to be split into smaller, more manageable shapes. These are easier to edit and correct if mistakes are made rather than editing and correcting one very long, complicated procedure.

Remind pupils of the learning objectives for the last lesson, which are also for this lesson.




	Main activity (40 mins)

	Give out the simple drawings of a house on square paper. Remind pupils that they are creating procedures to draw parts of the house first, then writing a procedure which puts these together to make the finished house.

Recap on the procedures needed: windows, door, walls, roof and a final procedure to put these all together.

Remind pupils that only one procedure for a window will be used to draw all of the windows in the house.

Ask pupils to continue and finish creating the procedures for the parts of the house, then create the procedure to put these together.

More able pupils could be extended by asking them to modify the house. They could amend the drawing first so that they has some or all of the following: windows have 4 panes of glass (i.e. a cross in each window); a chimney with chimney pots; an aerial; a garage attached to one side.

Pupils to work in pairs of similar ability.

LSAs could be used to support less able pairs or SEN pupils, supporting the creating and editing of procedures and sequencing of instructions.



	Plenary (10 mins)

	Ask some pupils to show their completed houses.

Ensure all pupils have saved the procedures to draw their houses.
